Correction to trawl fishery trip limits for petrale sole

The National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS) announces a reduction in the bi-monthly cumulative limits for
petrale sole for vessels fishing with selective flatfish bottom trawl gear (or multiple bottom trawl gears) during
Period 4 (July-August) effective at 0001 hours (local time) July 16, 2010. See below for more details, including
timing of landing.

This reduction to petrale sole trip limits should have been implemented on July 1, 2010 as recommended by the
Pacific Fishery Management Council (Council) at their June 11-17, 2010, meeting in Foster City, CA.

The corrected trip limits for petrale sole described in this public notice are being implemented in a Federal
Register notice that will publish on July 16, 2010.

The Council considered the most recently available read/all_forums/subscribe?name=wcgroundfish
fishery data and total catch projections through the end

of the year. If no changes to fishery management measures are made, the catch of petrale sole would exceed the
2010 QY. OnJuly 1, 2010 NMFS decreased the cumulative limits for petrale sole for vessels using large and
small footrope bottom trawl gear to prevent exceeding the 2010 petrale sole QY.

This correction will reduce the Period 4 (July-August) bi-monthly cumulative limit for petrale sole for vessels
using selective flatfish bottom trawl gears (or multiple bottom trawl gears) as follows:

o North of 40°10° N. lat., decrease petrale sole trip limits using selective flatfish bottom trawl gear from
9,500 Ib/ 2 months” to “6,300 Ibs per 2 months™ beginning July 16 through the end of the year;

o North of 40°10° N. lat., decrease petrale sole trip limits using multiple bottom trawl gears from “9,500
Ib/ 2 months” to “6,300 Ibs per 2 months” beginning July 16 through the end of the year.

These changes to trip limits are in RED text in Table 3 (North) attached to this public notice. See below for
details about the effective dates and how these lower trip limits affect you.
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Timing of Landing Petrale sole Bi-monthly Cumulative Limits

The lower bi-monthly cumulative limit for petrale sole taken with selective flatfish bottom trawl gear and multiple
bottom trawl gears is being implemented during a bi-monthly period. The information below is presented in a
Q&A format to provide as much detailed information to fishermen as possible. The Q&A sections are separated
by gear type: vessels using only SFFT gear since July 1, 2010; and vessels using multiple bottom trawl gears
since July 1, 2010. The following definitions are pertinent to ensuring compliance with these corrected petrale
sole trip limits.

Groundfish regulations at 8660.302 define cumulative trip limits as:
the maximum amount of a groundfish species or species group that may be taken and retained,
possessed, or landed per vessel in a specified period of time [a two-month Period] without a limit
on the number of landings or trips, unless otherwise specified...

Groundfish regulations at 8660.302 define land or landing as:
to begin transfer of fish, offloading fish, or to offload fish from any vessel. Once transfer of fish
begins, all fish aboard the vessel are counted as part of the landing.

Groundfish regulations at 8660.302 define overage as:
the amount of fish harvested by a vessel in excess of the applicable trip limit.

Vessels that have landed or are going to land petrale sole using only selective flatfish bottom trawl gear during
Period 4 (July-August) 2010 should read the following:

Q: I have already landed more than 6,300 Ib of petrale sole for Period 4, prior to 0001 hours local time on
July 16, 2010. 1 was using selective flatfish bottom trawl gear. Am I in violation?

A: No. The higher petrale sole limit of 9,500 Ib was in effect for vessels fishing with selective flatfish bottom
trawl gear until 2400 hours local time on July 15, 2010.

Q: 1 am fishing with selective flatfish bottom trawl gear and will be landing petrale sole before 0001 hours
local time on July 16, 2010. What bi-monthly cumulative limit am | accountable to?

A: As long as you have only fished with selective flatfish bottom trawl gear since July 1, 2010, you are subject to
the higher selective flatfish bottom trawl gear limit for petrale sole of 9,500 Ib/ 2 months, as long as landing
occurs before 0001 hours local time on July 16, 2010.

Q: I am fishing with selective flatfish bottom trawl gear and will be landing petrale sole after 0001 hours
local time on July 16, 2010. What bi-monthly cumulative limit am | accountable to?

A: Vessels fishing with selective flatfish bottom trawl gear that have not already taken 6,300 Ib of petrale sole
since July 1, 2010 may land no more than 6,300 Ib of petrale sole (including the amount that has been taken prior
to July 16, 2010) during Period 4 (July-August).
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Vessels that have landed or are going to land petrale sole using multiple bottom trawl gear types during Period
4 (July-August) 2010 should read the following:

Q: I have already landed more than 6,300 Ib of petrale sole for Period 4, prior to 0001 hours local time on
July 16, 2010. 1 was using multiple types of bottom trawl gears between July 1 and July 15. Am I in
violation?
A: Groundfish regulations at §660.381(c)(4)(i)(D) state that:
If more than one type of bottom trawl gear (selective flatfish, large footrope, or small footrope) is
on board, either simultaneously or successively, at any time during a cumulative limit period,
then the most restrictive cumulative limit associated with the bottom trawl gear on board during
that cumulative limit period applies for the entire cumulative limit period, regardless of whether
the vessel is fishing shoreward or seaward of the RCA.
This means that vessels using multiple bottom trawl gear types after June 30, 2010 are subject to the lowest
petrale sole limits that are specified in regulations, or “6,300 Ib/ 2 months,” as described in the July 1, 2010
inseason action. Please contact NMFS Office of Law Enforcement if you have used multiple bottom trawl gears
between July 1 and July 15, 2010 to land more than 6,300 Ib of petrale sole. Vessels landing petrale sole in
excess of 6,300 Ib using multiple bottom trawl gear types after June 30, 2010 meet the definition of an overage
and may be subject to enforcement action.

Q: I am fishing with multiple bottom trawl gears and will be landing petrale sole before 0001 hours local
time on July 16, 2010. What bi-monthly cumulative limit am | accountable to?

A: Vessels using multiple bottom trawl gear types after June 30, 2010 are subject to the lowest petrale sole limits
that are specified in regulations, or “6,300 Ib/ 2 months,” as described in the July 1, 2010 inseason action.

Q: I am fishing with multiple bottom trawl gears and will be landing petrale sole after 0001 hours local
time on July 16, 2010. What bi-monthly cumulative limit am | accountable to?

A: Vessels using multiple bottom trawl gear types after June 30, 2010 are subject to the lowest petrale sole limits
that are specified in regulations, or “6,300 Ib/ 2 months,” as described in the July 1, 2010 inseason action. Vessels
fishing with multiple bottom trawl gear that have not already taken at least 6,300 Ib of petrale sole since July 1,
2010 may land no more than 6,300 Ib of petrale sole (including the amount that has been taken prior to July 16,
2010) during Period 4 (July-August).

Trip limit tables, effective at 0001 hours local time on July 16, 2010,
are included at the end of this public notice.
